b.  Council District 3: Adrian Granda reported that the Street Fair went well and he hopes that it was profitable. Oct. 10th will be the day for the Convention Center expansion decisions. Food trucks: there is no code for food trucks on private property so that needs some attention.

d. d. 53rd Congressional District, CA: Daniel Hazard reported that Susan Davis will not accept her pay during the government shut down. Ms. Davis is currently in Washington D.C. If she is in San Diego on Oct. 21 Susan’s office will be holding a neighborhood event in El Cajon at Grossmont College.

f. 76th Assembly District: Jason Weisz reported that Toni Atkins will be attending the next AABA mixer which is next Wednesday, Oct. 16th at Jayne’s Gastro Pub. The Obamacare is rolling out and folks are beginning to sign up. Talk to your health insurance agent for the latest news. 

g.  City of SD Mayor’[image: image1]s office: Liz Studenbaker reported that SBEP (Small Business Enhancement Program) which takes $20 from every business owner’s fee and puts it in a special fund benefits small businesses, will expire next month on November 13th. She said that the budget is $1.6 million every year. Half of the budget goes to OSB and funds things such as the Store Front Improvement Program and a grant program that the Small Business board administers and the other half supports the BIDs. The number of small businesses in San Diego was estimated at 80,000 years ago and that is the amount used to figure the yearly budget. Gary Weber wrote the original policy with the city 20 years ago.
h. Business Improvement District Council: Scott Kessler reported that our Street Fair cleanup costs have gone up about $2000 a year because of the reworking of the BID council. 

i. Community Planning Report: Scott reported that the CIP wish list for Normal Heights was presented with five projects for Adams Avenue: Ward Canyon Park consolidated plan, proposed Normal Heights library, improvements to the Adams Rec facility, other park improvements, and round-abouts on Adams Ave. at the two Mountain Views.  Three projects submitted for North Park CIP list concerning Adams were submitted. None of the Adams Avenue projects for Kensington made the list.

j. Gary Tillery:  Gary announced that after running Tire Depot on Adams Avenue for 27 years, he is going to retire and sold the business to another company on September 30th, American Tire Depot.

6. Discussion Items

a. Street Fair wrap up: Scott reported that the financials will be about what we expected but we won’t know until the end of the month. It was safe and profitable with great crowds. We discussed moving headliners to the Park Stage, KickStarter for headliners, and tweaking the VIP tickets, along with other aspects of the event. Parking was extended farther from the event which may speak to an increase in attendance from previous years. We also had an app. for the event which was popular with its users.

b. Lawsuit City of SD Assessment District: There was a tentative ruling on a Temporary Restraining Order by Cory Briggs and his client. Judge Taylor denied that request and scheduled a hearing for December to finalize that decision. It is mostly directed at the downtown PBID.

7. Committee Reports

a. Executive Report: It was the shortest EC meeting that Ed can remember. We took care of the basics (setting agenda, looking at financials, talked about Street Fair). We also talked about KickStarter.
b. Staff Report: Scott reported that staff will be working on organizing the mixer this week and getting back to business with some things that were put on hold during the Street Fair like trees, solution to the Christmas Tree lighting, parking, shuttle, and bike racks. The next two months are when we get a lot of non-special events projects done. 

c. Promotions Committee: Scott gave the report in Mikey’s absence. The committee talked a lot about Street Fair, Mikey was sent out for two TV interviews before the event, and spoke about VIP tickets. The next mixer at Jayne’s Gastro Pub was also discussed. 

d. Business Planning & Development: Tony Carrillo didn’t attend the last meeting so Scott gave the report. The charter school expansion was discussed. They want to permanently expand into the bungalows. Bike infrastructure and racks were also discussed. We’re buying ours through the mid-city parking. The committee also spoke about parklets which would involve the 805 overpass. 

e. Finance Committee: Doug Generoli reported that the committee discussed the Street Fair. The profit is projected to be around $100,000. We may have to think of other revenue sources to increase future events. KickStarter was mentioned.
